Mayor  Patrick M.
Keefe Jr. and the Depart-
ment of Diversity, Equity,
and Inclusion (DEI) are
proud to announce a sig-
nificant enhancement to
language accessibility for

Revere’s Spanish-speak-
ing residents. Effective
immediately, residents

may request Spanish inter-
pretation services for City
Council, subcommittee,
board, and commission
meetings with a notice of
48 “business” hours. This
is a key initiative in the
City’s Language Access
Plan, which aims to create
greater inclusivity and en-
gagement across the com-
munity.

“Breaking down lan-
guage barriers is crucial
to ensuring every resident
feels welcome and em-
powered to participate in
local government,” stat-
ed Mayor Patrick Keefe.
“This new policy reflects
our commitment to build-
ing a more inclusive Re-
vere where all voices can
be heard.”

Steven Morabito, the
Director of Diversity, Eq-
uity, and Inclusion, add-
ed, “This policy marks a
critical step in implement-
ing our Language Access
Plan, providing residents
with essential support in
public meetings. It’s part
of our ongoing effort to
make sure city services are

ConsComm gives green light to tech
warehouse on Lee Burbank Highway

The Revere Conserva-
tion Commission held its
regular monthly meeting
last Wednesday evening,
November 6, in the City
Council Chambers. Chair
Nicholas Rudolph and fel-
low members Brian Aver-
back, Bernardo Sepulve-
da, Wilson Correa, Amelia
Viscay, and Thomas Car-
leton were on hand for the
session.

The first matter was a
request for a Notice of
Intent (NOI) from Mar-

cia Lenta of 630 Revere
Beach Boulevard to con-
struct an addition onto her
single-family home.

The commission had
taken up the request at its
meeting in October, but
had been unable to take a
vote on the NOI because
the city had not received a
file number from the Mass.
DEP (which is a statutory
requirement) in time for
the October meeting.

The property is on land
subject to coastal storm
flowage and within the
100-year flood plain, as

well as within the buffer
zone of the saltmarsh in
the rear.

Rick Salvo from Engi-
neering Alliance, LLC, had
explained the scope of the
project to the commission-
ers at the October meeting
and appeared again at last
week’s meeting.

He said that the owner
previously had performed
work under the auspices of
the ConsComm for grad-
ing the backyard in order
to correct drainage prob-

On Monday evening
November 4, 2024, the
friends and family mem-
bers of John T. DiLiegro
gathered at Dana-Farber
Cancer Institute (DFCI) to
dedicate a plaque in John
T’s name. The plaque was
dedicated outside of the

laboratories of Dr. Kai
Wucherpfennig, in col-
laboration with Dr. David
Reardon. John T, a long-
time resident of Revere,
MA was diagnosed with
glioblastoma at the young
age of 48 and lost his cou-
rageous battle with cancer

on Sunday, November 17,
at 2pm.

“I give a general histo-
ry about the cemetery, and
then we walk around and
I talk about some of the
famous people who are in-

terred there, such as Deane
Winthrop, the son of our
first governor,” said Pearl-
man, who has written a
poem about the cemetery.
“There is so much about
our history that people

don’t know.”

Pearlman feels that any
Revere resident who is in-
terested in learning about
local history in their own
backyard will enjoy the
tour. He believes visitors
will be astounded when
they learn about the im-
portance of the cemetery,
which has laid to rest 16
slaves, and war veterans
such as Reverend Phil-
lips Payson (1801-1865),
a minister who fought
during the American Rev-
olution.

Those who lost their
lives during the Battle of
Chelsea Creek in May

1775 will also be

men-

tioned by Pearlman, who
is a member of a commit-
tee that’s mission is to or-
ganize a commemoration
to honor the first naval
battle in American history.

Visitors ~ will  pause
where Civil War soldiers
are buried, including Lew-
is Bullard, the final per-
son interred at Rumney
Marsh Burial Ground in
the 1920s.

Pearlman will describe
the 18th and 19th century
iconography engraved on
headstones, explaining the
symbolism of figures such
as angels, skeleton heads,

The members then
watched a video of the
HRC's recent visit to the
Historic Patuxet Home-
site in Plymouth (formerly
known as Plimouth Plan-
tation) to learn about the

Revere voters backed Harris ticket, Yes on Q. 2

Just over 56 percent of
the city’s registered voters
cast ballots in last week’s
election.

Overall, Revere saw
18,378 of its 32,638 reg-
istered voters vote in the
election.

As was the case state-
wide, the majority of
Revere voters backed
Democratic nominee Ka-
mala Harris over Repub-
lican Donald Trump by a
margin of 9,556 to 8,055.

Closer to home, both of
Revere’s Democratic state
representatives ran unop-
posed for reelection and
were returned to office,
Jessica Giannino in the

16th Suffolk District and
Jeff Turco in the 19th Suf-
folk District.

In a contested race for
state senator, incumbent
Democrat Lydia Edwards
won districtwide, and eas-
ily outdistanced her Re-
publican challenger, Jean-
na Marie Tamas, 9,365 to
5,503 in Revere results.

Incumbent Democratic
Senator Elizabeth War-
ren won reelection, and
outpaced Republican
challenger John Deaton
10,157 to 6,959 in Revere.

Incumbent Democratic
Congresswoman Kather-
ine Clark ran unopposed
and was returned to office.

On the five state ballot
questions, Revere voters

largely fell in line with
state results, backing bal-
lot questions to allow the
state auditor’s office to
audit the state legisla-
ture, to do away with the
MCAS test as a gradua-
tion requirement, and to
allow rideshare drivers to
unionize. Local voters did
not support questions that
would have legalized the
use of some psychedelic
drugs in medical settings
and raised the minimum
wage for tipped workers
in the state.

Last month, the city
council approved a res-
olution introduced by
Councillor-at-Large Juan
Pablo Jaramillo asking it
to support a yes vote on

Question 2, the repeal of
MCAS as a graduation
requirement. In Revere,
9420 voters supported
Question 2, while 7,132
opposed it.

“As we know, our stu-
dents are more valuable
than what a test can dic-
tate, and unfortunately,
for some 20 years, we
have been telling them
that they are not (as valu-
able) if they fail this test,”
Jaramillo said during the
council debate on support-
ing Question 2.

Several other council-
lors also spoke in favor of
supporting a yes vote on
Question 2 at the meeting.

and a rising/setting sun.

Pearlman will also
explain how the city’s
name has changed over
the years: from 1739-
1846, Revere was part of
Chelsea; in 1846, as the
area grew, the name was
changed to North Chelea;
between 1846-1871, with
the influx of residents, the
area became known as the
Town of Revere; and in
1915, it became the City
of Revere, electing its first
mayor.

“When the tour is over,
they get to appreciate the
cemetery,” said Pearlman.
“In the handout, there is
information about other
historical sites in Revere;
for example, the monu-
ment commemorating the
Battle of Chelsea Creek,
which is near the [Cronin]
Skating Rink, and also the
library, which was a gift
from Andrew Carnegie in
1902.”

Pearlman is a Revere
native, who grew up on
Constitution Avenue with
a curiosity for who the
local schools and streets
were named after. He was

a history major in college,
and taught in Revere Pub-
lic Schools for 36 years.
Now Pearlman is an ad-
junct professor of geog-
raphy at Salem State Uni-
versity.

“I found out that the
schools and streets were
not only named after peo-
ple who were known na-

tionally, but are local peo-
ple, as well,” exclaimed
Pearlman. “Payson Street
is named after Phillips
Payson, and Tuttle Street
is named after the Tuttle
Family, who were one
of the first families who
owned a farm in what was
then known as Rumney
Marsh.”

He is also a trustee for
the Revere Society for
Cultural and Historical
Preservation, located at
108 Beach Street. Pearl-
man encourages all to ex-
plore the museum, which
will have several rooms
open in late November to
learn more about the city’s
history.

Council approves memorial
portraits for two former members

Two of Revere’s first
women city councillors
will be permanently hon-
ored in the council cham-
bers.

Last week, the council
voted to support two mo-
tions introduced by Ward
5 Councillor Angela Gua-
rino-Sawaya.

The first approved the
installation of a portrait in
the chambers for Margaret
P. "Peggy" O'Hara-Sha-
nahan, who died in 2021,
in honor of her being the
first woman to serve on
the Revere City Council.
She was appointed to the
council in 1973.

The second motion ap-
proved the installation of
a portrait in the chambers
for Elvira T. "Vera" Cur-
cio, who died in 2007, in
honor of her being the first
woman elected to serve on
the City Council and the
first woman to represent
Ward 3.

“Both  women who
I have submitted mo-

tions for fit the criteria
for memorial plaques in
the council chambers,”
said Guarino-Sawaya.
“Former Councilwoman
O’Hara and Curcio are
deceased members of our
legislative family and they
both represent significant
milestones in the history
of the city. Councilwoman
O’Hara was the first wom-
an to serve on the Revere
City Council; she was ap-
pointed at-large by the city
council to replace her hus-
band, Edward O’Hara.”
Guarino-Sawaya  said
O’Hara served through the
remainder of 1973.
“Elvira ‘Vera’ Curcio
. was one of the first
women elected to serve on
the Revere City Council
and the first woman to rep-
resent Ward 3,” said Gua-
rino-Sawaya. “She served
from 1976 to 1981. For
these reasons, I whole-
heartedly support the in-
stallation of these portraits
and I hope that the ap-
pointments subcommittee
will offer a favorable rec-
ommendation to the city

council.”

The motions were sup-
ported by the subcommit-
tee and later approved by
the full council.

“I will work with the
city clerk and the O’Ha-
ra and Curcio families
to obtain high-quality
digital photographs of
these councillors,” said
Guarino-Sawaya. “Once
these portraits are com-
plete within the coming
months, we can schedule a
date and time for the pre-
sentation that works for all
parties.”

Ward 1 Councillor Jo-
anne McKenna noted that
earlier this year the coun-
cil had discussed the issue
of approving portraits in
the council chambers and
had decided that it would
honor deceased members
who have served the city.

“I think this is a great
opportunity to show what
we talked about, and these
two women definitely de-
serve their portraits hang-
ing up with all of these
men,” said McKenna.

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WITH THE HOLIDAY SEASON
HERE, REMEMBER THOSE
WHO ARE LESS FORTUNATE

“It was the best of times, it was the worst of
times.” — Charles Dickens, A Tale of Two Cities

With the holiday season now upon us, most of us will
be rushing about -- either to the stores and malls or on-
line --- to do our holiday shopping in hopes of finding
that “perfect” gift for our family members and loved
ones.

Although economic uncertainty, spurred by the af-
ter-effects of record-high inflation, continues to afflict
almost every American household, most of us are doing
okay, if not extremely well, thanks to unemployment
rates that are near historic record-lows.

However, the strong economy (from an employment
standpoint) that is being enjoyed by the vast majority
of Americans has not been shared by all. For a sizable
number of our fellow citizens, the lingering effects of
the pandemic, as well as the fraying of the fabric of our
social safety net in recent years, have come together to
represent an existential disaster.

Millions of Americans of all ages, in a percentage
greater than at any time since the Great Depression, are
struggling financially, even if they have a job.

To put it in stark terms, more Americans, including
families in our own communities, are going hungry
than at any time in our recent history. It is estimated
that 13.5 percent (18 million) of U.S. households were
food insecure at some time during 2023, exceeding the
12.8 percent number in 2022. An estimated 44.2 million
Americans live in food-insecure households, of whom
20 percent are children.

In addition, thanks to the lack of affordable new
housing and sky-high rents, far too many of our fellow
citizens, including children, live either in shelters or in
similar temporary housing arrangements -- or on the
streets -- because our economy literally has left them
out in the cold.

Millions of Americans of all ages, including those in
our own communities, are struggling financially, often
through no fault of their own, thanks to a combination
of low-wage jobs and a strong real estate market that
ironically has made apartments (let alone buying a
home) unaffordable. The problem has been most acute
in cities such as Los Angeles, San Francisco, New York,
and the Boston Metro area, for many years, but now has
spread to almost every part of the country. Thousands
of homeless Americans, including many who have full-
time jobs, are living in their cars or on the streets.

The homeless always have been among us, but the
scope and depth of the problem is far beyond anything
that has been experienced in our lifetime. The vast dis-
crepancy between the enormous wealth enjoyed by
some Americans and the abject poverty being endured
by others is similar to what is seen in the major urban
centers in South America and India -- but it now is hap-
pening right here in the U.S.A.

For these millions of Americans, the holiday season
brings no joy.

Psychologists tell us that the Biblical directive, that
we should give to those who are less fortunate, is the
best gift that we can give to ourselves. Helping others
activates regions of the brain associated with pleasure,
social connection, and trust, creating the so-called
“warm glow” effect.

Never in the lifetime of anybody reading this edito-
rial has the need for contributions to local food banks
been more urgent. There will be ample opportunities in
the coming days to make the holidays brighter for those
who are less fortunate, whether it be donations to local
food banks and toy programs, or even just dropping a
few dollars in the buckets of the Salvation Army Santas.

There simply is no excuse for those of us who are
among the more fortunate for failing to make some
effort over the next four weeks to make the holidays
brighter for those who are less fortunate.

I am writing in sup-
port of Revere Teachers. |
know this letter will raise
eyebrows as though I am
not appreciative of a Dis-
trict that always treated
me personally well. I am
very appreciative but the
truth is the Revere Teach-
ers have been underpaid
for a while now. As a re-
tired Revere teacher, I
feel that I can speak to the
work ethic and quality of
the Revere teachers. They
continually go beyond job
scope and embrace all of
the students in the Revere
District. I have worked
with committed teachers
both at the middle school
and high school level who
challenge their students,
care about them, and care
about forming relation-
ships with their students
who seek teachers who
stick around.

» Eight weeks paid by
the district. However, our
Revere School Commit-
tee is offering one week
paid by the district and
requiring the use of sick
days or forcing educators
to go unpaid. No educa-
tor should have to choose
between starting a family
and getting paid.

* Adequate lunch and re-
cess: Elementary students
are given just 20 minutes
to get and eat lunch. Par-
ents have shared stories
that our students alleged-
ly return home hungry at
the end of the day with
full lunch boxes because
they do not have ade-
quate time to eat. Revere’s
youngest learners deserve
a school environment that
addresses their physical
and emotional well-being,
and these measures would
help ensure a positive
learning environment for
all children.

The School Committee
has outright rejected many
other proposals including
school safety measures,
educator autonomy, case-
loads and caps, and class
size regulations.

We’re fighting for safe,
supportive, fully staffed
schools that give our stu-
dents the quality educa-
tion they deserve.

Logan Airport and Hanscom Field: A Tale of Two Environmental Reports

During October, the
Secretary of Energy and
Environmental Affairs for
the state of Massachusetts,
Rebecca Tepper, approved
two very important Mass-
port assessment reports
for New England’s top
two busiest airports: Bos-
ton Logan International
Airport and Hanscom
Field general aviation
airport (not Hanscom Air
Force Base). Environmen-
tal Status and Planning
Reports (ESPRs) are pre-
pared by Massport every
five years and provide
annual updates and long-
range analysis of project-
ed operations, passengers,
and cumulative impacts
of overall airport activity.
Logan International Air-
port and Hanscom Field
were both due for ESPR
reports in 2022, but the
multi-year process means
that reports don’t receive
approval or denial until
years after their submis-
sion, rendering them more
retroactive than planning

reports. Both Logan and
Hanscom are currently
facing community push-
back for expansion efforts.

In autumn of 2023, Lo-
gan Airport quietly opened
the expansion of its inter-
national terminal, a move
criticized by Logan-Area
residents as a misuse of
resources during a major
air pollution crisis in the
area. At a rally on the air-
port’s 100th anniversary,
Chris Marchi, the long-
time Vice President of the
nonprofit Airport Impact
Relief, Inc (AIR Inc) ad-
dressed the crowd saying,
"We should not congrat-
ulate this airport while
it poisons environmen-
tal justice communities.
We should be avowing
to change. Massachusetts
needs to stop excusing
environmental destruction
for pet projects. When will
this state’s leaders final-
ly disown claims that we
need to accept environ-
mental sacrifices for the
survival of our economy?"

Air pollution, includ-
ing pollution caused by

aircraft emissions, is sci-
entifically linked to major
health problems in com-
munities where exposure
is high. A Logan Airport
Health study found that
children in East Boston
are four times more likely
to exhibit signs of asthma
compared with children in
other areas. In addition,
the study found that adults
who have chronic obstruc-
tive pulmonary disease
(COPD) are more likely to
have lived in areas of high
exposure to pollutants for
long periods of time, such
as near Logan Airport.
The East Boston neigh-
borhood next to Logan
is a "hotspot" for many
different types of cancer,
suggesting environmental
causes for these illnesses.

On top of exposure to
harmful pollutants, East
Boston has the lowest
tree canopy coverage in
the city, largely because
of the infrastructure built
for Logan Airport. This
contributes to the urban
heat island effect, or hot-
ter temperatures. East

Boston near Logan ex-
periences the urban heat
island effect worse than
most other neighborhoods
in the region on average.
Because of the increase in
temperature and worsen-
ing of heatwaves caused
by urban heat islands, they
often lead to an increase in
heat stroke, heat exhaus-
tion, and even heart at-
tacks in affected commu-
nities according to MIT.
As a result of all of this,
community members in
East Boston are far more
likely to fall ill as a result
of living near Logan Air-
port.

Meanwhile, Hanscom
Field is facing a proposed
expansion of private jet
infrastructure to benefit
the ultra-wealthy. The pro-
posed Hanscom Field ex-
pansion would allegedly
clear-cut about 20 acres of
mature woods. According
to an independent analysis
by Industrial Economics
Inc, it would add approx-
imately 6,000 additional

Mayor Keefe initiates

long-awaited revitalization
of McMackin Field

Mayor  Patrick M.
Keefe Jr., in collaboration
with the Department of
Public Works, is proud to
announce the revitaliza-
tion of McMackin Field, a
beloved community staple
located on Winthrop Ave-
nue. This project, expected
to be completed in Spring
of 2026, was championed
by residents for a decade,
since the field shut down
in 2014. Much of the work
on the project will be com-
pleted in-house, by mem-
bers of the Department of
Public Works.

One of the key com-
ponents of the project is
ensuring proper infra-
structure installation for
proper drainage. Prior to
park construction, the De-
partment of Public Works
will complete land clean-
up, excavation, and fill
the field with eight feet
of mixed stone, gravel,
and dirt, to prevent fu-
ture flooding and add to
neighborhood resilience.
This past week, the City
received the green light

from the Licensed Site
Professional to  begin
moving stone into the site,
marking the first phase of
construction on the land.
Over the course of the
next few weeks, residents
can expect to see a notice-
able improvement as the
site will begin to rise and
fill up, with an estimated
14,500 tons of fill.

Mayor Keefe com-
mented, “When I played
youth baseball, I used to
be excited to play my All-
Star games at McMackin
Field, and I know I am
not alone. I have heard
residents speak of similar
fond memories of Mec-
Mackin, and I know how
much the space means to
our community.”

lems. The new addition
will consist of a garage, an
office space, a mud room,
and a handicap ramp, a
project that already has
been approved by the
Zoning Board of Appeals,
which imposed the condi-
tion of a six-foot privacy
fence along a neighbor’s
property.

Salvo said there will be
flow-through foundations
for the additions that will
exceed both the building
code and FEMA require-
ments.

There were no oppo-
nents and there were no
questions from the com-
missioners, who unani-
mously approved issuing
the NOI.

The next matter was a
request for an NOI from
Reginaldo Da Costa, 20
Henry St. (which is locat-
ed in Beachmont between
Dolphin and  George
Aves.), to renovate his
backyard and driveway
by installing permeable
pavers. Mr. Da Costa ap-
peared on his own behalf
and explained the scope of
the project to the commis-
sioners, some of whom
had walked the proper-

ty prior to the meeting.
Rudolph noted that the
project also will include a
French drain.

There were no oppo-
nents and the commission-
ers unanimously approved
issuing the NOI.

The next item on the
agenda was a request for
an NOI from Revere MA
Owner LLC, 49 and 51
Lee Burbank Highway,
for the construction of a
technology warehouse
with site improvements
to be known as Trident
Logistics Center Phase 2
on the site of the former
Global Petroleum oil stor-
age complex.

Chris Roller of Sara-
cen Properties represented
the applicant, as did Scott
Morrison, a Wetlands Sci-
entist with VHB, an engi-
neering firm based in Wa-
tertown.

The existing site con-
sists of 26.5 acres on Lee
Burbank Highway (Route
1A) that contains bulk
petroleum storage tanks,
along with piping, related
infrastructure, and access
driveways. The surface
area has been fully dis-
turbed with either pave-
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ment or gravel. There are
no natural buffer areas or
landscaping and is on land
subject to coastal storm
flowage.

The proposal calls for a
267,600 sq. ft. technolo-
gy warehousing building
with perimeter controls
and inlet protection, load-
ing docks, parking, ac-
cess driveways, and util-
ity improvements. There
will be a new stormwater
management and treat-
ment system that will be
pumped across the high-
way to be discharged into
the existing Chelsea Creek
outfall. There will be 3.5
acres of added landscape
area, a restored wetland
buffer area, and site front-
age. The expected project
completion date is set for
early 2027, with demo-
lition starting within a
month. The commission-
ers unanimously approved
issuing the NOI.

The same applicant
presented another request
for an NOI for the Global
property across the high-
way, encompampassing
96, 140, 186, and 186A
Lee Burbank Highway,
for the proposed demoli-
tion of existing buildings
and associated site work.
This is a 10-acre site with
a petroleum distribution
terminal, a warehouse
building, piping, related
infrastructure, and access
driveways. This property
also is “fully disturbed”
with paved and compacted
gravel surfaces.

Morrison explained that
the goal of the project is to
make this property, which
lies between the highway
and Chelsea Creek and
which also is subject to
coastal storm flowage,
“pad-ready” for future de-
velopment.

After a brief discussion
with the commissioners
about erosion controls, in
which the applicant con-
firmed that the project
will comply with all regu-
lations “to a T,” the com-
missioners unanimously
approved the issuance of
the NOI.

State declares ‘critical’ drought as wildfires flare

Massachusetts Energy
and Environmental Af-
fairs (EEA) Secretary Re-
becca Tepper declared a
Level 3-Critical Drought
in Massachusetts’s Cen-
tral and Northeast regions,
including the Charles Riv-
er watershed. This marks a
significant escalation from
the Level 1-Mild Drought
status issued on October
11. The state has experi-
enced over three months
of below-normal rainfall,
exacerbating drought con-
ditions and causing river-
beds in some areas to run
dry.

Streamflow in  the
Charles River is at crit-
ically low levels, with
some sections showing
zero flow. Charles River
Watershed  Association
(CRWA) continues to
monitor conditions close-
ly in partnership with state

agencies.

“Climate change is driv-
ing more frequent and se-
vere droughts, yet even in
the face of these extreme
conditions, the state lacks
the authority to mandate
outdoor watering restric-
tions—it can only recom-
mend them,” said Cabell
Eames, Advocacy Director
for Charles River Water-
shed Association. “Water
doesn’t respect municipal
boundaries, so why should
it be up to individual towns
to decide how to manage
water use during droughts?
The Drought Management
bill would allow the state
to enforce outdoor wa-
tering restrictions at the
regional level during de-
clared droughts, ensuring
consistency, fairness, and
better protection for our
rivers and water supplies.”

“People usually think
of droughts as a summer
occurrence; to have this

scale of drought, which
intensified rapidly, happen
in November, is the latest
example of our changing
climate,” said Mass Rivers
Alliance Policy Director
Katharine Lange. “Across
the state right now, sections
of rivers and streams are
dried up, unable to support
aquatic life. In order to pro-
tect these resources, some
of the most valued parts of
our community, our laws,
regulations, and culture
have to catch up to the pace
of climate change. During a
drought, we do have some
agency in supporting our
waterways through water
conservation, particularly
through reducing outdoor
watering. Our top legisla-
tive priority, the Drought
Management bill, would
scale up our approach to
water conservation, replac-
ing a town-by-town patch-
work response with region-
al coordination.”

private jet flights annu-
ally, and about 150,000
tons of carbon emissions
each year — essentially to
benefit a privileged few.
If the expansion proceeds,
private jet emissions from
Hanscom alone would
cancel nearly 70% of all
solar PV ever installed in
Massachusetts. Advocates
from Boston to the Berk-
shires and beyond decry
this expansion for fueling
the climate crisis.

Stop Private Jet Ex-
pansion at Hanscom or
Anywhere, a coalition of
over 95 organizations, is
widely known for their
work to halt the proposed
expansion of Hanscom
Field. Last fall they sub-
mitted a petition to Gov-
ernor Healey urging her
to halt the massive fossil
fuel development, deliver-
ing over 10,000 signatures
(now 14,000).

Recently, the coali-
tion helped generate over
1,500 public comments to
MEPA (Office of MA En-
vironmental Policy Act)
on the Hanscom develop-
ers’ Draft Environmental
Impact Report (DEIR)
from individuals and orga-
nizations, as well as gov-
ernment officials. These
comments were over-
whelmingly in opposition
to the proposed expansion,
many of them arguing that
the proposed development
was antithetical to state
and federal climate goals
for 2050. In June, EEA
Secretary Rebecca Tep-
per rejected the Hanscom
developers’” DEIR and
instructed them to file a
supplementary report that
more fully and accurately
reported the expected en-
vironmental and climate
costs of their project.

Secretary Tepper ap-
proved the Hanscom and
Logan ESPRs, respec-
tively on October 11 and
October 18, stating that
each report adequately
complied with the Mas-
sachusetts Environmental
Policy Act. However, she
included strong caveats
with each approval.

Pointing to rising pas-
senger levels and pollu-
tion at Logan Airport, the
Secretary issued a strong
directive to Massport to

improve its environmen-
tal performance there. The
Secretary also ordered
Massport to plan addi-
tional pollution reduction
strategies to address the
growth of environmental
impacts if passenger or
flights outpace forecasts.
This idea answers com-
munity requests for Mass-
port to stop using inaccu-
rate planning forecasts.
She also asked Massport
to address the health, air
quality, and community
impacts of Logan’s oper-
ations, and required that
the Port Authority create
a working group with the
community to identify
ways to reduce Logan’s
public health impacts,
develop air quality mon-
itoring and pollution re-
duction programs, form
partnerships to distribute
air filters, create an idling
reduction plan, and sim-
plify and improve the pol-
lution reporting process.
Logan Community
Clean Air Coalition mem-
bers are cautiously opti-
mistic about this certifi-
cate. Chris Marchi said,
“We are eager to work
with the Secretary’s staff
to help Massport imple-
ment the full slate of the
Secretary’s requirements.”
Approved just a week
before the Logan report,
the Hanscom Field re-
port came with a require-
ment: a supplemental
ESPR, to be filed before
the 2027 ESPR report is
due. According to the Sec-
retary’s certificate, this
supplemental ESPR must
include, “updated fore-
casts of aviation activity
and associated air quality
and noise impacts which
take into account the pro-
posed design of North Air-
field Development project
(EEA# 16654), which is
currently under MEPA
review. The Supplemen-
tal ESPR should also pro-
vide additional data on the
energy use of terminals,
hangars, and other build-
ings at Hanscom Field. As
noted below, future ES-
PRs should also expand
on environmental justice
and public health outreach
and analysis, and consid-
er Massport’s obligation
under MEPA to avoid or

minimize, and, where ap-
propriate, to mitigate, en-
vironmental impacts, and,
under recently promulgat-
ed rules and regulations,
to consider environmental
justice principles through
MEPA reviews.”

What does this mean?
It means that both the pro-
spective Hanscom devel-
opers and Massport itself
are now required by the
EEA Secretary to provide
substantial additional in-
formation, in the instance
of the Hanscom devel-
opers, they will need to
produce a Supplemental
DEIR report for their pro-
posed expansion. Sepa-
rately Massport must sub-
mit both a Supplemental
ESPR report for Hanscom
and do extensive sup-
plemental work for the
Logan ESPR. These di-
rectives are considered
interim wins by climate
and public health activists
who are working to rein
in and mitigate the harms
of Massport’s Logan and
Hanscom expansions.

Public efforts to hold
Massport accountable to
the myriad environmental
and health costs, and cli-
mate impacts, of its oper-
ations is a classic David
and Goliath tale, where
the public stands against
forces that threaten their
future. As climate and
clean-air activists across
the state await the pas-
sage of a comprehensive
Climate Bill at the State
House, MEPA’s response
to Massport’s ESPR re-
ports provides another
slingshot to carry into the
ring.

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RHS boys soccer earns dramatic win in Sweet 16 on PKs to advance to Elite 8

After  playing an
80-minute game and a pair
of 10-minute overtime pe-
riods -- 100 minutes alto-
gether -- at Bedford last
Thursday evening, the
Revere High boys soccer
team outdueled the host
Buccaneers in a penal-
ty-kick shootout that went
into a sixth round to earn
a dramatic 2-1 victory in
the Sweet 16 round of the
MIAA Division 2 state
soccer tournament.

With the shootout tied
at 4-4 after the first five
rounds, RHS goalkeep-
er Malek Sakhri made a
spectacular, lunging save
to his right to stop the
sixth Bedford shooter. Pa-
triot junior Patrick Valen-
tim then calmly stepped
up to the penalty spot and
drilled the game-winning
shot into the back of the
Bedford net. Patrick deliv-
ered his strike to his right
as the Bedford keeper
dove the other way, giv-
ing coach Manny Lopes's
squad the biggest win in
the history of the RHS
boys soccer program.

Ironically, Sakhri had
been the lone Patriot not
to score in the shootout.
Malek was the second Re-
vere shooter, but the Bed-
ford keeper made a lung-
ing save to deny Sakhri,
giving the Buccaneers a
2-1 lead after the first two
rounds.

The shootout had begun
with Bedford (which shot
first) scoring and Patriot
Jared Romero countering
to make it 1-1. The next
Bedford player scored to
make it 2-1, setting the
stage for the sequence of
the Bedford keeper saving
Sakhri's shot, the subse-
quent Buccaneer player
sending his shot over the
crossbar, and Patriot Eric

Both teams scored
on their fourth and fifth
shots, with Patriots Jere-
my Romero and Francis-
co Navarette beating the
Buccaneer keeper, leav-
ing the score deadlocked
at 4-4 after the initial five
rounds.

Sakhri then made a
lunging save to his right
on the sixth Buccaneer
shooter, setting the stage
for Valentim's heroics to
claim the win for Revere,
bringing a happy con-
clusion to an emotional-
ly-draining contest that
had lasted for almost two
and one-half hours.

Valentim, who had
scored both of the Revere
goals in the Patriots' 2-1
victory over East Long-
meadow in the Round of
32, also scored the lone
Revere goal in regulation
with about 28 minutes to

LIFE LESSON

In the case of Teresa DeCristoforo, they are one and the same

ere was a huge commo-
tion on the deck of an old,
rickety Italian steamship as
it pulled into New York
City Harbor one morning in the fall
of 1913.

Hundreds of Italians heading to a
new world and a new life - includ-
ing Teresa (Colella) DeCristoforo -
ran up the stairs from beneath the
ship’s deck and ran towards the star-
board railing. It wasn’t that the ship
was sinking or a fight had erupted.
Everyone was scrambling to see the
Statue of Liberty.

The swell of people to one side
of the boat was so great that the
steamer almost tipped over, accord-
ing to Revere’s DeCristoforo, who
turned 100 years old on Oct. 27 and
recently shared memories of her
long life with the Journal.

“I don’t know how long it took
us to cross. Everyone was sitting
around, all in dark clothes,”
DeCristoforo said of her journey
from Abruzzi, Italy to America,
when she was 9 years old. “When

we passed the Statue of Liberty, that
boat was going over the side with
everybody hanging over the rail to
see that beautiful statue. I remember
everybody cheering. We went all
through the ocean so many days,
and when we saw the statue there,
we knew we were in a new coun-

Such stories these days are rele-
gated to blockbuster movies starring
young men like Leonardo DiCaprio,
or even to vague stories among fam-
ily members around the kitchen
table, usually about relatives who
have long since passed. As this
country is currently in the midst of
its greatest wave of immigration
ever, the firsthand experiences of
immigrants from the last big wave
of immigration - the turn of the 20th
century - are largely lost.

In Revere, however, to learn
about how the previous immigrants
established themselves here, one
needs to only travel to Trevalley
Road and have a cup of coffee with
100-year-old Teresa (Colella)
DeCristoforo - whose sharp memo-
ry and even sharper wit recalls it all.

LANDING IN AMERICA
Just after passing the Statue of

Liberty, DeCristoforo said she, her
mother and three siblings were cor-
ralled onto Ellis Island, the famous
New York Harbor entry point for
millions of immigrants then.

“It was all poor people with suit-
cases,” she quipped.

She said a series of doctors
checked everyone very thoroughly.
If examiners discovered any illness,
“they would send you right back,”
she said. From there, there were
boats that went into New York City,
boats that went to Boston and boats
that went to Montréal. To get on
one of those boats to America, one
had to have a family member spon-
SOr.

DeCristoforo had several brothers
who had already immigrated here.
After getting established in Malden
and working just about any job they
could find, they sent for her and the
others. Sadly, her father died in
Malden Hospital several years
before she arrived, leaving her
mother a widow and the children to
provide for the family.

“T only remember my father as a
short, portly man because I was

A Revere fire captain
has been arrested and
charged with an alleged
assault on three teens
during Halloween night on
Dale Street.

In those
two precincts (6-1 and
6-2), Baker prevailed 990-
673, a major lift for the
Republican candidate who
would have otherwise lost
by a much greater margin
in Revere. Baker also took
the Point of Pines and the
American Legion (4-1).

Lt. Governor Driscoll, Boston Mayor Michelle Wu and Civic Leaders spotlight
food insecurity at GBFB’s 19th Annual Chain of Giving

The Greater Boston
Food Bank (GBFB), the

Food insecurity has
solidified as a post-pan-
demic, everyday lived ex-
perience for 1 in 3 Massa-
chusetts residents — nearly
2 million individuals — ac-
cording to GBFB’s annual
study on food access and
equity. The event and ac-
companying  fundraiser
come at a time of sus-
tained hunger brought
on by an unsustainable
cost of living and inter-
secting affordability cri-
ses in housing, groceries,
healthcare and childcare.

“The term °‘sick as a
dog’ originates from the
1700s, when dogs typi-
cally lived outside in poor
conditions, causing them
to be far mangier, dirtier,
and sicker than today's
well-groomed show-piec-
es,” according to www.
grammar-monster.com.

When your dog is
sick, you must determine
just how ill they are and
whether a trip to the vet
is needed. Gastrointesti-
nal (GI) upsets are com-
mon in dogs and can be
stressful for guardians. We
recently faced this issue
with our Westie Poppy.
Fortunately, she is trained
to use puppy pads, which
makes handling the situa-
tion more manageable.

Puppy Pads Are
Useful

We recommend that ev-
ery family with dogs keep
a supply of puppy pads
on hand. While your dog
may never use them reg-
ularly, they are perfect for
caring for sick or injured
animals. Both human and
animal hospitals use these
for surgical procedures, to
catch blood, and to protect
surfaces. We once shared
a few pads with a neigh-
bor who had severe nose-
bleeds.

In the case of vomiting
or motion sickness, the
pads can catch what the
animal is releasing. Most
of our dogs have alerted
us to possible vomit with
a session of gagging. We
usually have time to slip
a pad under their mouth if
we're keeping watch. We
also use washable pads in
her crate and on our bed
whenever Poppy has an
upset tummy.

Our recent episode in-
volved diarrhea. We dis-
covered that Poppy would
run to her pads when she
felt the urge to go, even
at night. We added ex-
tra pads to our floors and
didn’t have the stress of

constant clean-up duties.

Causes of GI Illnesses

Vomiting and diarrhea
are common in compan-
ion animals; many of us
have experience treat-
ing them at home. We all
know that some dogs will
root out and gobble down
anything interesting they
find along the way. Some
of their choices can cause
a GI upset.

You might identify
stress, anxiety, medica-
tions, antibiotics, or a new
food as a possible cause.
Grazing on grass is a com-
mon dog habit that can re-
sult in vomiting.

Off to the Vet?

Pads also help you spot
warning signs requiring
a veterinarian trip. If you
see blood in vomit, stools,
or urine, blackish stools or
vomit, or the symptoms
last more than a couple of
days or are reoccurring,
consult your veterinarian.
You are off to the vet if
there are multiple symp-
toms like fever, unusual
drooling, signs of dehy-
dration, lack of appetite,
or weakness.

Fortunately, Poppy ate,
drank, played, and acted
normally except for the
diarrhea. Her puppy pads
also clearly showed us the

state of her stools, so we
could see quickly that she
was recovering.

Stop the Spread

Evidence on sidewalks
showed that loose stools
were going around our
neighborhood. If you have
a dog who will only poop
outside, you can bring
along a puppy pad and slip
it in place under the dog
for easy cleanup and to
keep from spreading any-
thing contagious.

We didn’t add to the
neighborhood’s problem
by keeping Poppy inside
while she was sick and
keeping her away from
other dogs for a few days,
even after her system was
back to normal.

Don’t forget that you
can call your veterinari-
an and ask for guidance
in your decision-making.
They can suggest what,
how, and when to feed an
animal with a problem.
You could make a cancel-
lable appointment a few
days out in case the illness
continues. That could save
an emergency room visit.
